(Glenview, South Haltom churches and Mercy Heart) 

 

 Hosted 700-800 Bill Glass Teammates for the ’07 DFW Prison Weekend event; over 3,400 life 
changing decisions were made (1400+ salvation; 2000+ rededication/assurance). 
 

 Hosted Christmas party for 84 families of inmates (251 kids); the Gospel was presented to all. 
Four adults made profession of faith and several re-dedications of faith were made. All families 
will be followed up by Mercy Heart. 
 

 During the party food and gifts were delivered to 24 other church and community families (70 
kids). 
 

 Finally, we provided food for an additional 10 Tarrant County Deputy families, 15 parolee 
families and 5 families who had children in Cook Children’s Hospital. 
 

 There were several hundred volunteers who brought and served food for the Bill Glass event, 
bought gifts for children, served as party helpers and delivered food and gifts to families. In 
addition we had assistance from Glenview and Bethesda Christian Schools, a Girl Scout and 
FCA chapter.
