LEGACY DAY WITH DAD—DAY WITH MOM 
   In July Mercy Heart completed a transfer of ministry with Loved Ones of 
Prisoners (LOOPs); Leland and Linda Maples, ministry directors. Since 
1994 LOOPs of Odessa, Texas has ministered to families of inmates. Part 
of that ministry has included the Day With Dad – Day With Mom programs. 
For fourteen years these programs have taken the message of “Help and 
Hope” for families of inmates inside prison walls. 
     Now Mercy Heart will be doing this ministry under the banner of 
LEGACY DAY WITH DAD AND LEGACY DAY WITH  MOM. 
    LEGACY  DAY WITH DAD – DAY  WITH MOM - A MINISTRY             
WITH  FAMILIES  “BEHIND THE  WIRE”;  INSIDE   THE   PRISON  
 WALLS. 
     The purpose of this work is to share the legacy of Jesus Christ (His love, 

hope and comfort) with inmates, their elementary aged children, and their caregivers (spouses, 
grandparents, guardians). This is a one day weekend event done inside the prison. It is designed to 
bring families together in an encounter that utilizes a series of activity-based exercises specific to 
the needs of the children of the family. 
      Pray for our newly created organizing team: Van & Karen Kinnaird – ministry liaison; Mary 
Pearson – program coordinator; Steve & Celeste Wilson & Dan Pearson – lead facilitators. Pray for 
this new venture in ministry for Mercy Heart.   

     Philippians 4:6-7 instructs us to be anxious for nothing, be  
thankful in all circumstances and you will experience God’s peace. 
     Well, we have been patient (most of the time) and we are    
thankful for the prayers of the Mercy Heart home team who has 
prayed for and encouraged us during each step we have taken; and 
we are experiencing peace. 

     On September 8, 2008, Willow Park—Mercy Heart (Parker 
County) opened its doors for a meal and fellowship.  We  have a 
super meal team. 
     Our instructor and greeting team is a work in process.  If       
commitment and enthusiasm counts we are in good shape. We are  
in the process of going over newly acquired curriculum for all 
groups (adult, youth and children) and will start formal classes soon.  
Until then we will have open fellowship after the meal with a short 
message.  Trinity Bible Church has stepped up to the plate and is 
providing facilities, financial and administrative assistance. 
     We are in the process of getting the word out.  Our prayer is for 
families to come and for more volunteers to step up to minister and 
serve in some capacity. 
    We look forward to sharing how God grows this ministry in the 
next news letter.
